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1. Activités scientifiques / Wissenschaftliche Tätigkeit

1.1. Journées scientifiques / Tagungen

The SANAS Spring Reading Group met on 28 April at Unitobler in Bern where William Kaufman (University of Central Lancashire, UK) led a discussion on Woodie Guthrie and the culture of the Depression in the United States.

SANAS sponsored a lecture tour and poetry reading (5–7 February) featuring the poet Ann Blomstein, and the scholar, translator and poet Rachel Blau Duplessis.

The University of Geneva hosted the international conference «Language, Silence and Voice in Native Studies» (16–17 July). While SANAS did not provide financial support, SANAS did support this event by providing banking facilities for the transfer of registration fees by international participants. It is intended that this facilty will be made available to all SANAS members who organise conferences and international events in the future.
